July 12—  The teens’ adventure starts at Paramount’s King’s Dominion  in 
Richmond, VA, home of thrill rides and a stand-alone water park on its grounds!

It stands 305 feet high and descends at 
an 85 degree angle! The water park, Water Works, has over 20 acres of slides, 
lazy rivers and wave pools! After a day of fun, teens head for their hotel, the 
Crowne Plaza Williamsburg.  

July 13—  Today’s adventure starts by going back in time by   
visiting the Jamestown Settlement. Teens will see what life 
was like in the 1600’s, climb on a replica of the Mayflower, and 
interact with “natives”, dressed the way people were at that time. 
Teens then travel to Virginia Beach with its fabulous beach, 
shops and attractions. Teens can walk on the boardwalk, rent 
bikes or swim in the ocean. No trip to Virginia is complete     
without dinner at  Captain George’s Seafood Buffet.
